BOARD OF DIRECTORS’ REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of September 21, 2022
NOTE: This meeting was held in person and via teleconference, pursuant to AB 361

1. CALL TO ORDER: President Jones called the meeting to order at 5:34 p.m.
2. ROLL CALL:
Secretary Berry called the roll: Directors present: Director Beard, Jones, Padelford, Redfern.  Director Van Pelt attended by zoom. Others present Rick Battles, Legal Counsel. Nate Kowolski, Legal Counsel for Item F joined the meeting via zoom at approximately 6:33 p.m.
3. DIRECTOR COMMENTS:

4. PUBLIC COMMENT:  Jeff Lee, Teamsters Local 986 asked the Board to move Item F to the beginning of the agenda, but legal counsel for Item F was not available to accommodate the request at that time. Mrs. Ivy wanted to ensure that her certified letter was considered. This item was further considered during Item 8. Informational Items.
5. REPORTS:

Director Beard motioned to approve the consent agenda as presented, Director Padelford seconded and the motion passed by a rollcall vote:

7.  ACTION ITEMS:
A. Consideration and adoption of Resolution 22-22 Approving Updated Conflict of 

Interest Code: 

The FPPC recommended that agencies amend their Conflict-of-Interest Codes if the current Code is more than five years old. In addition, the County recommends that agencies amend their Conflict-of-Interest Codes to include specific language regarding the procedures for filing annual Statement of Economic Interests. 
The District’s staff and legal counsel reviewed the District’s current Conflict-of-Interest Code and determined that an updated Code should be adopted to (i) comply with the recommendations of the FPPC and County, and (ii) update the Disclosure Categories under Appendix B to conform to the most recent standards established by the County Counsel’s office.  
Director Redfern motioned to approve Resolution 22-23, approving the updated conflict of interest code, Director Padelford seconded, and the motion passed by a roll call vote:

Director Van Pelt motioned to take a 5-minute recess to handle the technology issues at 5:49, Director Beard seconded, and the motion passed by a roll call vote:

The board was back in session at 5:54 p.m.

B. Discussion and update on sewer line subsidence investigative techniques. 

Before the last board meeting, two of the three property easements were soaked. The third property - the Sanja Cota property soaker hose project had been completed by the time of the meeting , and no additional areas showed signs of subsidence. 

Based on previous board discussions, staff met with the District’s project manager independently, with the soil engineer on site, and also reviewed past recommendations by the District’s engineer. 

GEO Solutions believed that the trench backfill was subject to a significant storm event

that resulted in saturation of the subsurface over a short period. This resulted in the

consolidation of the previously compacted materials. Therefore, additional settlement

of trench backfill materials is not anticipated.
The Board Consensus was  to revisit this item next month,  notify the contractor of our findings, and to use GEO Solutions for retesting the compaction. Lastly, send the compaction reports to Director Van Pelt for review.
C. Authorization of Signers on the Mechanics Money Market Bank Account. 

The Board of Directors needs to approve a Minute Order authorizing current board members and two staff members to sign on the Mechanics Bank money market account.

Mechanics Bank requires a Minute Order to confirm authorized signatures. The District has a new General Manager and a new Director, so the bank’s signature card needed to be updated. Director Beard motioned to approve the draft minute order, Director Padelford seconded, and the motion passed by a roll call vote;

D. Adoption of Resolution No. 22-20, Authorizing Remote Teleconference Meetings of the

District’s Legislative Bodies Pursuant to Government Code Section 54953(e). 
If the Board adopts Resolution 22-20, attending meetings by teleconference under AB 361 and Government Code 54953(e) will continue and expire on October 20, 2022 unless, on or before that date and every thirty (30) days thereafter, the Board adopts a subsequent resolution setting forth the findings required by Government Code section 54953(e)(3) to extend the timeframe that the district may continue conducting its public meetings via teleconference in compliance with government Code Section 54953(b)(3).

Director Padelford motioned to adopt Resolution 22-20 authorizing remote teleconference meetings, Director Van pelt seconded, and the motion passed by a roll call vote:  
AYES: Van Pelt, Jones, Redfern, Padelford, Beard

E. Discussion and approval of Resolution 22-21, a Resolution of the Board of Directors 

of the Santa Ynez Community Services District authorizing investment of monies into 

FDIC insured certificate of deposits (CD). 

On April 16, 2014, the Board authorized the General Manager and the Secretary/Treasurer to transfer money into (2) FDIC insured Certificates of Deposit at $150,000. The District opened (1) for 12 months and (1) for 18 months. As the CDs matured, the staff rolled them into new CDs until the interest rates fell and transferred them to the Five Star Money Market account. 
Interest rates have increased so staff is recommending funds be invested in the Certificate of Deposit for 12 months, 18 months, and 24 months. When the Certificate of Deposit reaches maturity, the funds can be rolled over to another Certificate of Deposit or deposited back into the District's Five Star Money Market account with Board approval.

Director Beard motioned to adopt Resolution 22-21 authorizing investment of monies into FDIC insured CDs, Director Redfern seconded, and the motion passed by a roll call vote:

F. Discussion and Action Relating to Resolution No. 22-23 Regarding Implementation 

of Last, Best, and Final Offer in Connection with Labor Negotiations with Teamsters Union, Local No. 986. 
Resolution No. 22-23 documented the history with respect to the District's efforts to negotiate the renewal of the contracts between the District and the Teamsters Union, Local 986, covering the administration bargaining unit and the operator’s bargaining unit. 

Those contracts expired on June 30, 2021. As part of the negotiation process, the District (i) engaged in 10 meetings with the Union, (ii) participated in a full-day mediation session with a mediator from the California State Mediation & Conciliation Service, (iii) met and conferred with the Union, (iv) presented the Union with the District's Last, Best and Final Offer ("LBFO"), and (v) exhausted all reasonable avenues by which to negotiate a renewal of the contracts. Those efforts ultimately ended in an impasse. Under these circumstances, the Board decided to implement the terms of its LBFO by adopting Resolution No. 22-23.

Jeff Lee, Peg Ivy, Jeremy Chaja, David Everett, Wendy Berry, Craig Kapner, Fabian Torres, Megan Harmon, Linda Small, Kadie McShirley, Dan Mora and Meighan Dietenhofer expressed their opposition to Resolution No. 22-23. 

Director Beard motioned to approve Resolution 22-23, approving the LBFO offer, Director Padelford seconded, and the motion passed by a roll call vote;
AYES: Beard, Jones, Padelford, Van Pelt      NOES: Redfern

8.      INFORMATIONAL ITEMS:

The Board received two certified letters from the Ivys.Staff and legal counsel will review.. However, one letter was about special meeting accommodations, and staff additionally recommended referring to the board agenda notes that outline procedures for accommodating persons with disabilities.
